Welcome to the Wayfarer world



This year’s RYA National Training Conference –
for principals, coaches and trainers – was a

great opportunity to hear what is driving this
important part of our sport, and inspired
anticipation of another good year ahead.

The past two years have seen unprecedented
training activity at HSC, and we have high hopes
for the coming year. 

All of our club’s training is completely voluntary; our
Instructors give their time generously –and without
their input we would have no training scheme.  The
nominal fees HSC charges cover costs of
certificates, log books etc, with the remainder
going towards maintenance of our club boats.  

Have you thought of becoming an Instructor?

The RYA coaching scheme has three levels of
Instructor:.

● Assistant Instructor (AI) – simply being a
competent sailor is the only pre-requisite. Training
is given, and an assistant Instructor will be familiar
with the RYA ‘method’ and be a real help,
especially with Buccaneers sessions.  

●Dinghy Instructor (DI) – is a bit more demanding!
To join a DI Course you must hold a first aid
certificate and powerboat Level 2, and successfully
pass a pre-entry test.  The five day course looks
closely at the RYA ‘method’ and is externally
moderated. Endorsements (racing, seamanship,
and so on) can be added.

● Senior Instructor (SI) – requires a lot of
commitment!  The SI is an experienced instructor
whose role is tailored to organisation of the
teaching of sailing.  All RYA sailing courses must
be supervised by a Senior Instructor.  Candidates
must have two years regular teaching experience.

● Powerboat Instructor (PBI) –  powerboat
equivalent of the DI. A PBI needs to be qualified to
Powerboat Level 2 with 5 years experience.  

We currently have two SIs, seven DIs, two PBIs,
and seven AIs. Three HSC instructors are
upgrading their qualifications, but the club’s
ambitious programme means there is always need
for more volunteers!

If you fancy getting involved in this valuable club
activity, please get in touch – I would love to put
an Assistant Instructor course on soon.

ADULT TRAINING 

We were really successful in offering courses to
absolute beginners last year (most signed up on
Push The Boat Out Day) and I believe we now have
a responsibility to encourage these people (and
anyone else!) to further develop their skills.

● Our first course this year starts on May 18;
offering RYA Level 2 and we will offer Level 3 to
those with Level 2 or who can already sail at that
level.  

The number of places available depends on
instructor availability, so  please book places from
April 18 on by email.

Courses 2 & 3 are aimed at total beginners and
used to encourage new members – although all
members are welcome. Sign up at the club or by
email from May 13. We may also be able to offer
Level 2 as well as Level 1. Please keep checking
the club website and Yahoo Group for updates.

Other Courses

● We have an adult first aid course on Feb 18.
Please email training@havershamsc.org for
availability. I am hoping to be able to off a junior first
aid course later in the year.

●Powerboat Levels1 & 2, and Safety Boat courses
are offered, free, to members prepared to commit
to the Safety Team. Robin Stubbs and Gareth
Lumsdaine look after our powerboat courses.

● The RYA Start Racing Course may benefit many
of our members who are relatively new to sailing.
There are no pre-requisites for this, but I would
recommend RYA Level 2 as the minimum
standard.  Interested? Please get in touch.

● Ladies’ Tuesday evening sessions will continue,
starting May 2. If you want race practice/training
that will give you six sessions before the Ladies’
Helm on June 10! Tuesday evenings will also be
available for course participants to hone their skills
with an instructor and safety boat on hand.

Weekday Training

We have had inquiries regarding weekday training.
We do not run weekday courses, but some
instructors can be available weekdays. If this is your...

A few words about Junior Week

Shouting out to all new (or new-ish) sailors!



The wind and wave(lets) have been taking
their toll on the bank near the clubhouse

ever since it was excavated.

Over the past few years it had become
noticeable that we were losing space to park our
dinghies prior to launch, but the various
solutions  investigated and costed all proved too
expensive or impractical. 

Late last summer it had become obvious that, in

a few more years, the road and clubhouse
would be at risk...so new prices were obtained.

Again they were deemed unaffordable: so
materials and machinery prices were obtained
and the go-ahead given by the committee for a
DIY solution using the same scheme various
professionals had quoted on. 

Arrival of heaps of plastic piling and posts plus
a digger and driver signaled the start of 10 days
intensive work. 

Under the initial guidance of Ash Farmer the first
piles were set out and posts partially driven in
on Friday December 9. 
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A team of tireless HSC volunteers...

...Machine work on driving in the piles and poles
began on the Tuesday. Later the same
week the timber capping arrived, and
was being installed rapidly. 

By the following Monday a hundred
metres of one metre long plastic piles
and 250 timber posts had been
installed – together with 100 metres of
capping and 80 tonnes of gravel
backfill. 

The four safety boat moorings at the
clubhouse were also dredged out.

Then further bank retention work –
along the north bank and consisting of

vertical
posts and alder
saplings – began
and continued
during the
Christmas break. 

Through January
the team
continued with
the infill works
behind the north
bank protection
barrier, and
s u r f a c e
re in forcement
(plastic mesh)
was added to the
topsoil and grass

between the clubhouse and the lake.

HSC Commodore Barrie Lyman said: “This
project has proved to be a triumph for the
club, and shows what can be done at a cost
of £14,000 and a huge amount of
commitment – compared with external
quotes of £30,000 or more which was a level
of expenditure we couldn’t justify or afford.”

He paid tribute to the professionalism of
digger driver Mark Snelson
(info@groundlines.co.uk) and the tireless work
every day of Geoff Birch, Mike Corboy, Russell
Perry, Nigel Tebbutt, Phil East,  Olly Anderson,
Trace and David Roder as well as others when
they could make it...all of whom were kept
going by cups of tea and bacon sandwiches
supplied by Gill and Julie ■
